The son of 
missionaries to the Ivory Coast, Wess credits those early
years in the African village with teaching him “everything 
I really need to know to run a multinational organization”
and inspiring his passion for serving the poor, particularly
children. His daily radio feature, Speak Up with Compas-
sion, is heard on over 800 radio stations in the U.S.

Lee Strobel was an award-winning
investigative journalist for the
